Election of chairman, hand over of chairmanship of the association and to announce the vice chairman for the period 2008-2010

Andrew Jones put it to the meeting that Malcolm Harling would take over as chairman for the period 2008-2010. This was agreed unopposed.

Malcolm thanked Andrew Jones for his work for CESA over the past two years. He said that he was delighted to accept the chairmanship and that he would work to continue to develop and increase the value of services to members. He saw wider representation of members on CESA Council as important in achieving the association’s long term goals.

Induction Equipment

Steve Loughton responded in relation to the opportunity that the Catering Utensils Group Forum provided for distributor training. Bryan Whittaker stated that standards issues would be investigated and reported. The chairman agreed to carry this forward for consideration.

Hotelympia

Julian Shine, Shine Food Machinery, raised concerns over the suitability and location the Excel exhibition centre compared to Earl’s Court. The chairman responded with the points that the Earl’s Court venue was old and not as well suited for exhibitors and that the infrastructure and other services around Excel were continuing to develop. The CESA Exhibition Liaison Committee met regularly with Fresh RM to discuss such matters and the group is united in developing the success of Hotelympia to the benefit of all members.
